MISSION OF THE MONTH:  GLOBAL MISSION 

 
In Matthew 28:19-20 and many other 
biblical passages, God calls us to par-
ticipate in mission by sharing the good 
news of Jesus Christ in word and 
deed. "Global mission" refers to the 
way the ELCA responds to God’s call 
to mission outside the United States. 
The ELCA takes part in Global Mis-
sion in six ways. 
 
1.  The ELCA calls missionaries 
who serve God and witness to 
God’s good news.  
 
2. The ELCA supports evangelism 
with direct grants and personnel.  

 
3. The ELCA provides direct grants 
to companion churches and minis-
tries.  
 
4. The ELCA provides leadership 
training for companion churches.  
 
5. The ELCA annually disburses 
about $12 million in World Hunger 
Funds.  
 
6. Through visits, exchange pro-
grams, international scholarships, 
the Companion Synod programs,  
and Global Mission Events, ELCA  

 
members receive the gifts of global 
companions.
